As the Registration Complete message is always ciphered and integrity protected, then the UP data is ciphered and integrity protected. Hence, the requirements for key issue #2 and key issue #3 are satisfied by this solution. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The impact of the solution is that the UE and AMF need to support having the UP data in the Registration Complete message. 
Editor’s Note: It is ffs whether the small data can be included in the Registration Complete message.
Sending small data in 5GS NAS messages is a new feature. A non-security outstanding issue of this feature is whether the UE can include small data in registration procedures. This solution is only useful if for architectural/efficiency reasons, it is decided to include small data in registration proecdures.
