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Abstract of the contribution:

The LI control function (LICF) is currently considered as a single function providing eWarrant interfacing and management, LI system Task storage, LI system task orchestration/coordination and feedback and distribution to LI Provisioning functions (LIPFs).
In order to support large geographically distributed multi-site operations only the first two aspects of the LICF need be located at a ‘main’ node. This discussion outlines a separation of the LICF function into warrantry and task management function (LIWF?), a new LICF distribution function and a per-site LICF with local SIRF interface. Each site would operate largely independently but share a common LIWF as a single persistent point for LI Task list hosting.

Single front end HI-1 Warrant interface and persistent LI Task list (LI Warrantry function)

Single presentation layer interface at main node (may allow non-local access from remote nodes)

LICF distribution (bi-directional) may provide local non-persistent caching between sites for local HI-1 object queries
LICF-X provides the bulk of the intelligence based on local SIRF, and HI-1 objects for authorisation, LI Tasking and local LIPF feedback
LICF-X shall not need to know whether connected directly to the master LIWT or via a local LICF distribution cache
