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1. Introduction

At the SA4#100 Kochi meeting, it was agreed to freeze the 64-bit alternative EVS implementation (Alt_FX_EVS). It was further concluded based on information from tests during development that the frozen code version may be bit-exact (BE) to the EVS reference code [1] at least for a very significant amount of input signals at various operating points.
The listening laboratories were invited to verify this behaviour via a listening test processing “dry run” for the conditions for their respective tests and to report their findings. This would allow not to test BE conditions of Alt_FX_EVS. 

2. Validation procedure and results
Nokia was assigned experiment W1 evaluating Alt_FX_EVS on wideband clean speech in a P.800 ACR test using a Finnish speech database [2]. Nokia performed the listening test processing according to the Alt_FX_EVS Processing Plan [3]. When it was tested for differences between Alt_FX_EVS and the EVS reference code [1] output, all conditions in the test were found to be BE.

3. Proposal
As all the processed conditions for W1 at Nokia were BE, the subjective test can be considered unnecessary. The source therefore proposes to cancel its subjective evaluation of Alt_FX_EVS.
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
