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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA WG4 would like to thank MPEG for their liaison statement on Point Cloud Compression (PCC). As part of our Study Item on XR for 5G, we recognize the relevance of point clouds as a media type for XR applications. 
3GPP SA4 would like to inform you of our progress on our Study Item on “eXtended Reality (XR) in 5G”. During SA4#101, SA4 progressed the work on this study and produced two output documents: an updated version of TR26.928v0.2.0 in S4-181471 and a permanent document in S4-181472. Among other decisions, we agreed to collect use cases to progress the work in SA4, based on a process and template documented in S4-181091. SA4 would like to invite MPEG to contribute use cases into the study item, or to enhance those already included.
We anticipate that this study item will also evaluate PCC as a candidate technology for the compression of point clouds on mobile devices. To help us with this evaluation, we would like to understand aspects related to quality and performance evaluation of compression technologies for point clouds. We also would like to check if MPEG is considering the definition of profiles and levels for PCC that would help us understand the processing requirements and limit the complexity implications on mobile devices, for both encoding and decoding. We would also be interested to know if MPEG is considering profiles that would enable PCC applications to run on existing and emerging XR computation platforms.
3GPP SA WG4 would like to invite MPEG to share information about the progress of the PCC work as well as any related information that might help answer the identified questions. 

We also would like to bring to your attention the 3GPP co-organized workshop on “Immersive Media meets 5G”. For more details please refer to clause 4 of this liaison statement.
