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1. Overall Description:
As part of the 5G_MTSI_Codecs Rel-15 work item, 3GPP SA4 completed normative work in TS 26.114 and TS 26.223 addressing the codec requirements for a 3GPP Multimedia Telephony Service over IMS (MTSI) UE and IMS Telepresence UE, and adopted new speech and video codec requirements that (i) for video, mandate support for H.265/HEVC, and (ii) for speech, mandate support for narrow-band (NB), wideband (WB) and super-wideband (SWB) communication. While the introduction of these advanced speech and video codec requirements was necessary to serve the needs of the 5G enhanced mobile broadband (eMBB) vertical, it left open the speech and video codec requirements for the low-end 5G verticals such as wearables and IoT.
As part of the 5G_MEDIA_MTSI_ext Rel-16 work item, 3GPP SA4 has been conducting normative work toward defining a set of mandatory codec and potentially other media handling capabilities for MTSI to address the needs and constraints of different terminal categories for low-end 5G verticals such as wearables and IoT. During our 3GPP SA4#101, we would like to inform GSMA, RAN1 and RAN2 that we have agreed on the attached CR to TS 26.114 addressing this objective.

The attached CR defines the ‘constrained terminal’ as a “UE that is (i) operating in radio access capability category series “M ” capable of supporting conversational services, and/or (ii) a wearable device which is constrained in size, weight or power consumption (e.g. connected watches), excluding smartphones and feature phones.” and accordingly specifies the speech and video codec requirements for the MTSI client in constrained terminal. The details of the specified codec requirements can be found in the attached CR.
We would welcome any feedback from GSMA, RAN1 and RAN2 on this topic.
