· Eddy: Good information for SA1. Which are typical operation points such that SA1 can use it for addressing different use case
· Paul: Depends on markets, in developed markets the UHD formats may be used, in non developed markets also HDTV

· Lucia: 

· 1) in the Netherlands MPEG-2 is still used as the contribution codec, which results in 50MBit/s.

· Paul: We can add MPEG-2, ITU-R has numbers on this

· Lucia: This is ok

· 2) Can we give some range rather than just giving numbers

· Paul: do you have any references for ranges?

· Lucia: As long as MPEG-2 is included, I am ok with just referencing

· Eddy: As long as we have a reference, this is good. 

· Thomas: In some contribution formats, JPEG-2000 is used as a contribution. I am not sure this is relevant, but it is used

· Paul: I will check this if there are numbers in the ITU-R

· Thorsten: What is the scenario? Is it camera to OBI van. What is a latency?

· Paul: Around 500ms, if you increase latency it will change

· Thomas: As long as we add the context or reference, we should be good. For more details, we can re-iterate with SA1, for Special Programme making.

· Frederic: From E/// initial feedback that this looks ok, but a little low. Would need more detailed checking.

· Thomas: The audio does not include NGA formats, so some extensions would be necessary
