· It was replied that the interested parties, study item were within SA2/5, more discussion was needed to identify the clear way.
· It was stated by some delegates that SA2 study on the related key issue should involve SA5 at this stage. However it was also stated by delegates that SA2 has the responsibility for the overall architecture and in the past SA5 started work only when the high level architecture is stabilized.

· In general as the first joint meeting between SA2/5, some open issues were identified during the meeting: 
· The SA2 study should be  across SA2/5 (AI: #1), possibly also SA1
· SA1 should provide more clarifications on the requirements, in addition for key issue 3 (AI:#2).
· Since the meeting run out the time, future work plan was not fully discussed.
