N: 5.1.4 is only for Operations Systems in other organisations, NFV MANO is not OSS. China Mobile contribution is clearer on that with introducing new interface.
E: OSS as we defined is a generic term for operation system, there are examples in 5.1.4, and Ericsson is proposing another example.
N: Fixed the inconsistence in 32.101 should be in another contribution.
NTT: Second change, Organization B can be same as org A?

N: So far, the only use case for two organizations is NFVI owned by another org. By doing this change in 5.1.4 you change the 5.1.4 original meaning. So far, NFVO is belonging to the same operator.
