In clause 5.18 of [1], the management exposure is discussed. The limited level of management exposure to the customer is elaborated, where the limited level is agreed by both customer and operator after negotiation. In this contribution, the trusting issue of the management exposure between the operator and customer is further discussed.

Use Cases

5.X
Customer operates the network slice instance
5.X.1
Pre-conditions
A network slice instance is created for specific customer, where the network slice instance includes specific CN NFs/NSSIs and CN NF/NSSIs shared with other network slice instance(s).

5.X.2
Description
The customer requests the operator to expose management functions and provides a list of specific management functions it wants to operate during network slice instance creation. The operator checks if the requested management functions could be exposed. If the requested management function could be exposed, the customer and operator negotiate the details of the exposure and an agreement is produced, where this agreement makes sure the other network slice instance will not be affected as the results of customers’ requested operations.

When the network slice instance is running, the customer is capable of operating the network slice instance in the agreed range:

· If the operation is only on slice specific CN NFs/NSSIs, the operation is executed directly and the results are reported to the operator.

· If the operation is on shared CN NFs/NSSIs, the operation is not executed directly but reported to operator’s network slice management function, the operator executes the operation and reconfigures the target CN NFs/NSSIs to guarantee there is no negative affect on the other network slice instances.

Post-conditions
The customer could operates its specific networks slice instance in agreed range while has no negative affects on other network slice instances.
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
