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NOTE 1:  The Customer can be a third party service provider, or the operator itself. 

NOTE 2:
The SMF receives the service (NOTE 3) requirements from the Customer, and manage the services (NOTE 3) provided by the operator.

NOTE 3:  The service can be the 3GPP service running on the network slice instance.
Editor note: What 3GPP services are needed is FFS. 
NOTE 4: The SMF converts the service requirements to the network slice requirements (such as network type, network capacity, QoS requirements, etc) and provides them to NSMF
NOTE 5: The NSMF manages the network slice instances based on the network slice requirements received from SMF.
NOTE 6: The NSSMF manages the network slice subnet instances based on the network slice subnet requirements received from the NSMF.
