Nokia: LCM and CM should be separated from each other. CM should be better with NS template. Policy management should be based on the study item on this, and which is more general.

ORANGE: not sure NST is needed at all, since we didn’t conclude yet on any potential mapping between Network Slice and ETSI NFV Network Service.

Huawei: maybe we can focus more on service management. About putting architecture and template together: it may require too much time to complete the WID so it’s better to separate them. Also we need a global picture for network slicing, not only focusing on Itf-N any longer.

Cisco: why not having a combined architecture: 5G + network slicing?

Ericsson: about the structure: architecture and requirements can be de-attached from network slicing. 5G can be seen as a whole and network slicing as a special topic within 5G. About NST, we think it’s needed, even if there is no agreement yet; some work is needed (maybe based on NGMN blueprint). Other 3GPP WGs have already started normative WIs, so we have also to start now and influence other WGs.

Nokia: this makes a mix of two concepts: SON for network slicing, and policy management. On the latter, we just started a study item so we recommend not starting any normative work prior to the end of the study.
Huawei: The study item from China Mobile on policy management is about NFV, not about network slicing.

Ericsson: there will be networks with network slices in some parts and no network slice in other parts. So policy management s to be addressed in the broadest context, not only focusing on slices.

Cisco: there will be 5G SON. How to address this with network slice SON? A more general view is needed, starting from SON in general and then focusing on SON in slices. Many types of policies may exist; we would like to understand more on this. We should address automatic optimization of 5G incl. network slicing, SON, policy management.
