Introduction

Depending on the functional split, there have two gNB deployment scenarios: gNB without functional split and gNB with functional split, the corresponding NRM of gNB may be varied.

7.3.1.2
NRM of gNB without functional split

The NRM for gNB without functional split can be similar to that of eNB in LTE.

7.3.x
Performance management of NR

The 3GPP existing PM IRP can be reused for collection and monitoring of performance measurements for NR, applicable to all possible NR deployment options and gNB architecture options

The performance measurement and KPI for NR need to be defined particularly. A unified NR performance measurement definitions need cover various NR deployment options (both standalone gNB and gNB in dual-connectivity mode) and various gNB architecture options (i.e. gNB without functional split and gNB with functional split). 
Considering covering the various gNB architecture options, the NR performance measurements definitions can be divided into following three categories based on the difference between gNB without functional split and gNB with function split:
· Same performance measurements without difference between gNB without functional split and gNB with functional split, e.g. measurements related to NR cell.

· Common performance measurements with different granularity between gNB without functional split and gNB without functional split, e.g. equipment resource related measurement

· Dedicated performance measurements applied to gNB with functional split only, e.g. measurements related to the functional split interfaces (e.g. F1 logical interface between CU and DU).
