8.x.1
5GC NRM

Based on potential solution of 5GC NRM described in subclause 7.4.1, it is concluded that 5GC NRM IRP should support following capabilities (nonexclusive): 
· Support management of 5GC NFs (e.g. AMF, SMF, UPF, PCF, NEF, NRF, UDM, AUSF, UDR, UDSF, SMSF, N3IWF, 5G-EIR and etc.) and respective interfaces which are defined in TS 23.501;
· Support management of 5GC service-based architecture including NRF management;

· Support management of 5GC data storage architecture including UDSF and UDR management;

· Support management of AMF Set and AMF Region.
8.x.2
Configuration management for 5GC

The existing CM related interface IRPs can be reused for configuration management for 5GC.
8.x.3
Performance management for 5GC
Based on potential solution of 5GC performance management described in subclause 7.3, it is concluded that existing PM related interface IRPs are applicable to 5GC performance measurements. Meanwhile, 5GC performance measurements and KPIs definitions are needed to be specified to support 5GC NF performance management, including performance management for AMF Set.

A Work Item should be started based on the use cases, requirements and solutions outlined in this TR. They can be used for UMTS, LTE and 5G when the traffic functions support QoE collection.

9.x.1
5GC NRM

It is recommended to start normative work on a new NRM IRP for 5GC based on identified use cases, requirements and solution outlined in this TR, the 5GC NRM IRP should support identified 5GC management capabilities, such as service-based architecture, data storage architecture and AMF Set management.

9.X.2
Configuration measurements for 5GC

It is recommended to reuse existing CM related interface IRPs for configuration management for 5GC.
9.X.3
Performance measurements for 5GC
It is recommended to reuse existing PM related interface IRPs for collecting and monitoring of performance measurements for 5GC.
It is recommended to start normative work on a new performance measurements and KPIs definitions for 5GC based on identified use cases, requirements and solution outlined in this TR, the definition of 5GC performance measurements and KPIs should support 5GC NF performance management, including performance management for AMF Set.

Fault management for 5GC
It is recommended to reuse existing FM related interface IRPs for collecting alarm from 5GC.
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
