S5-176163 (Ericsson): related to 049, 163 and 164.
Nokia: meaning of remit? Ericsson clarified that it refers to responsibility.

The paper was agreed, option 1 as the way forward.

S5-176164 (Ericsson): revised to address the comment from Nokia below:
Nokia: RAN2 should be in copy to address the last part of the LS. Both M2 and M3 always come together and they should be consulted.
S5-176068 (China Mobile): approved. A number was given to the TR 32.880 in order to add these EditHelp comments.
S5-176099 (Huawei): agreed. It was requested that all Rapporteurs did the same change in their specifications.
S5-176278 (Ericsson): ORANGE commented that the reason for change refers to "traffic specifications" but it is not said which specifications are this.

MCC commented that converting this into a NOTE would cause the use of normative language in a NOTE, which is against drafting rules. 

By removing "NOTE" we would open the use of non-normative language such as "prohibited" or "allowed" that should be reworded to "shall not be possible" or other alternatives compliant of the drafting rules. Ericsson commented that this would be a lot of work since the terms "prohibited" and "allowed" were all around the spec and that would require a lot of work. It was agreed to record an action point to clean this up as part of the quality work for specs.
Huawei: the name clash with RAN only happens in Rel-15. Why change from Rel-8 here? Ericsson commented that they had done the same in RAN for earlier releases.
