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1. Overall Description:
SA5 thanks ITU-T SG13 for their LS on consent of draft Recommendation Y.3103 (formerly Y.IMT2020-BM) (SG13-LS63), which describes business roles, business role-based models and best practice use cases in IMT-2020 from different relevant perspectives.
SA5 would like to inform ITU-T SG13 about the definition of business roles for 5G networks and network slicing management in Rel-15 TS 28.530 (Management and orchestration; Concepts, use cases and requirements) – clause 4.8 (http://www.3gpp.org/ftp//Specs/archive/28_series/28.530/). The figure below gives a high-level perspective of these business roles.
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SA5 has also defined two business models in clause 4.1.6 and 4.1.7 of TS 28.530:

· Network Slice as a Service (NSaaS), and

· Network Slice for Network Operator (NOP) internals.

SA5 also noted that, in clause 5 of draft Recommendation Y.3103, the term “network sub-slice” used in this ITU-T Recommendation is equivalent to the term “sub-network slice” used in other IMT-2020 related ITU-T Recommendations.
3GPP Rel-15 TS 28.530 – clause 3.1 - defines a ‘network slice subnet’ as “a representation of the management aspects of a set of Managed Functions and the required resources (e.g. compute, storage and networking resources)”. Based on this definition, a network slice is an exposed network slice subnet, where a network slice subnet itself is a recursive combination of network slice subnets and managed functions.
3GPP Rel-15 TS 28.541 – clause 6.2.1 (http://www.3gpp.org/ftp//Specs/archive/28_series/28.541/) provides the object model related to network slice and network slice subnet.
