Open Mobile Alliance (OMA)

John Mudge (Vodafone Group) presented Tdoc S5-022108 (Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) ). The paper informed that the Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) has been formed and that a web site containing information about the organisation and some documents is now available. The URL for the web site is: 

http://www.openmobilealliance.org/

An overview of the OMA work was given by Bill Szelazek (H3G). Their prime scope is to enable mobile subscribers to use interoperable mobile services across markets, operators and mobile terminals by defining an open standards based framework. This will permit applications and services to be built, deployed, managed efficiently and reliability in a multi-vendor environment.

The mobile industry and Wap Forum forms the foundation for the Open Mobile Alliance.

An important principle of OMA is that products and services are based on open, global standards, protocols and interfaces and are not locked to proprietary technologies.

Draft ITU-T Recommendation M.3030 – tML (The telecommunications Markup Language)
Dave Sidor (Nortel Networks, SG4 Chair) presented tdoc S5-020471 (Draft M.3030 – tML (last call version)).

As agreed at SA5#28 during the discussion of S5-020419, the last call version of M.3030 was attached for review and possible application by SA5. As implied by the phrase “last call version”, this document is out for SG 4 review with its final approval expected in the next month at which time the final version will be contributed to SA5. SA5 comments to SG 4 out of the SA5#30 meeting is requested.

Mr Sidor guided through the M.3030 draft, stating that the focus in this document is at the x-interface. Prime interest for SA5 could be vocabulary and reuse of definitions. SWG-A was informed that SWG-D presently are using and preferring XML schemas and also that there is an ongoing discussion and comparison of asn.1, XML and tML in SWG-D.

The tML draft was addressed to all subworking groups of SA5.

It was agreed to hold email discussion on SA5 reflector up to SA5#30 to receive comments on the subject.

Charging is excluded in this draft to align with the effort to establish charging management as a feature of it’s own. The draft (S5-022111) was supplied to SA5 plenary #29 for information and is intended to be submitted for approval at SA5#30.

Draft WI Description for Rel 6 OAM Building Blocks (tdoc S5-022107)

SWG-A Chairman presented a draft workitem description for the OAM&P Building blocks for release 6.

SWG-A was informed that BT have notified SA5 of their resignation as rapporteur of the Subscription Management workitem. A new rapporteur has not yet been identified and the workitem has presently not enough numbers of supporting companies so the work item is at high risk.

The current status of the Subscription management work was evaluated and it was agreed to contact BT to get handover of latest material not under change control. The SWG-A chairman will take action to contact BT on this issue.

Architecture and Requirements Building Block

A Communications Surveillance WID (tdoc S5-026480) was presented by CMCC. This SWG-C contribution was discussed and it was agreed that a high level requirement should be placed in TS32.101 for Management of “Infrastructure Management”. SWG-A Chairman and David Sidor (Nortel Networks) was given an action point to submit such a CR at the SA5#30 meeting.
