5 Discussion 

5.1 Review of the last meeting report 

No comments were given for the last meeting report S5-024106.

5.2 Action items from the last meeting

The action item #28-1 item assigned for the joint session with T2 during SA5#30 is included in the proposed agenda that can be found in Tdoc S5-024237. This document contains also the outcome of the investigation refer action item #28-2. On action item #28-3 the group the group agreed the inclusion of PSS in our work task. The draft LS contains the results of the investigation requested in action item #28-4 (for both see in section 5.4).  
5.3 SWG-B Review of the input documents

The SC RG meeting was started with Tdoc S5-024212.  This CR was provided for Rel-4 to introduce some corrections to the ASN.1 code in order to align it with the CDR tables (both were agreed at the last meeting for Rel-4).  The agreed CR with the modified cover sheet is sent for SA5 approval and can be found in Tdoc S5-024232.

The contribution form Orange S5-024213 is a revision of  (S5-024147), proposing the addition of mmBox related CDRs.  The mmBox is a feature that was added to TS 23.140 in Release 5.  It was agreed that for all 4 scenarios (store, upload, view, delete), only a CDR based on the MMS R/S reply is needed, so only 4 CDRs, not 8, will be created.  It was further agreed that no parameters for mmBox will be stored in the existing notification and retrieve records, and that the five parameters that detail the mmBox information in the submission record should be grouped into only one “mmBox information” parameter.  In the newly proposed mmBox CDR types, all parameters shall be made optional except from the CDR type, the MMS R/S address and the management (i.e. UE) address.  The “quotas” and “totals” parameters must be changed such that they can contain two optional INTEGER parameters, one for the number of messages, one for the number of octets.  The ASN.1 must be modified such that existing parameters are not changed (tag values!).  An action item was assigned to Orange (Alain) to investigate the relationship of the “upload request” and the “store request” in TS 23.140. The Revised Version, Tdoc S5-024233 according to the above was provided by Orange on Wednesday. The document was reviewed during the plenary preparation. After reviewing and revising the draft from Orange, the SC rapporteur proposes to allow SWG-B review until the next meeting and then forward it for approval to SA5#30.  This decision will also depend on the reassurance of the validity of both the “store request” and “upload request, because these are not completely clear.

A separate action item was assigned to all to consider removing the existing “retrieve request” CDR, as this appears to be the only case where CDRs are captured for both request and response, where the request originates from the UA.  All others (submission and the new mmBox) have CDRs only triggered by the MMS R/S response.
5.4 Response on the incoming LS

The CR S5-24227 proposes a change to the message size calculation of the MM.  This item is forwarded to the joint session with T2 in August for final resolution.  A separate LS generation on ‘Work progress on MMS Charging’ was agreed and Orange drafted the proposal. The group agreed the LS will be sent to BARG (cc: SA1, T2) to inform them about our Rel-4 TS 32.235 work, which is based on their requirements, and also about the situation of the message size discussion.  The daft LS was reviewed during the plenary preparation and forwarded to the plenary for approval. The final draft version can be found in LSout S5-024241.

The document (S5-024230) contains an analysis of the incoming LS (S5-020444) which was postponed from the last meeting.  Orange presented the analysis, and the group agreed the conclusions and the draft LSout S5-024234 was sent to the plenary for approval.
The LS (S5-020430) from S4 “Answer to ‘LS on PSS Release 6 work programme’” suggested a collection of affected feature on R6 streaming feature and all involved groups was asked for comments on completeness. The group finally agreed the inclusion of charging and also an indication of inclusion of PPS in a appropriate WI of the SC group for Rel.6. The draft LSout S5-024235 volunteered by Cingular was submitted for plenary approval. 

The LS (S5-020446) is a reply to an SA5 LS on "3GPP SA1 MMS SWG" requesting clarification on SA1’s requirements for “upload/download method” and “roaming conditions” for MMS charging.  Now SA1 asks that our issues are and the SC rapporteur will discuss this via email with the LS author and S1 delegate from Siemens.

The LS (S5-020447) on draft Push stage 1 for information from SA1.  Noted no reply necessary.  SA1 only informs about the completion of push stage 1 and does not request any action from us.

The LS (S5-020448) from T2 on “LS on Message Size Measurement” was noted, no reply necessary.  The technical topics that the LS discuss will be broached in the joined session with T2 at SA5#30.
