Summary

This document contains a proposal for a standard network wide identifier within the whole UTRAN for the network resources Managed Element and UTRAN Cell.

Introduction

It is useful for network operators to be able to identify certain resources (e.g. RNC, NodeB, UTRAN cell) uniquely within a UTRAN, other than by their Distinguished Names.  This particularly true, for example, when Cells are re-parented to a different RNC and their Distinguished Names change, then significant modifications have to be made to operator application’s data.

The proposal

An additional attribute should be introduced to the IOCs ManagedElement (in TS 32.622 Generic NRM) and UtranCell (in TS 32.642 UTRAN NRM).  The requirement for  this attribute (possible name OperatorSpecificId) should be to uniquely identify a ManagedElement or UtranCell within a UTRAN.  The attribute value type and range should be specified to meet this requirement.  Note that the requirement and semantic of this attribute is different from userLabel which is a user-friendly name for an object.
