3 Rationale

Management of the management systems themselves are important necessities for network providers. Like for any network element or any operation system, failures and performance limitations will happen. It is of particular importance to add understanding of this topic in this technical report since 3GPP has not focused to standardise any Element Operation System functionality. Such vendorspecific and unstandardised entities are nevertheless part of our 3GPP networks.
In the S5-066234 E-OSF definition discussion paper some aspects are found under clause 6.1.1.4 “Type of alarm” and 6.5.2. “Management entity which implements E-OSF software management”.
To address this important management task it is proposed to clarify the functional scope of the Network management layer N-OSF in relation with E-OSF.

5.2
Network management layer

The network management layer has the responsibility for the management of a network as supported by the element management layer, this includes the management aspects of any management entity which implements E-OSF.
