Introduction
The current CN NRM 32.632 v.6.3.0 models IMS CSCF in three functions based on the role that CSCF function plays, i.e. ScscfFunction, PcscfFunction and IcscfFunction. We found such modelling can incur difficulties when mapping into the real implementation. For the sake of efficiency, an implementation of CSCF function can have different roles on different sessions/users (i.e. the role played by a CSCF function is session specific). Therefore, it is not necessary to, in standard specification, to bind statically a particular role to a CSCF function 
Similarly 3GPP UTRAN NRM IRP doesn’t model RNC into C-RNC, S-RNC and D-RNC. 
It is understood that it is possible to have role based implementation of CSCF, but it also possible to have implementation that behaves different roles adaptively upon different situations. 
We believe current specification support the mapping for the first kind of implementation but does not support the second kind of implementation.  We believe that modelling CscfFunction without distinguishing the roles can satisfy both ways of implementation as mentioned above.

Proposal

It is proposed to add additional function IOC into 32.632 without changing the existing NRM in current 32.632. The added function IOC is CscfFunction. CscfFunction and it relations to other existing IOCs are depicted in the following diagrams.

Note that in an implementation, if a CscfFunction is used, it will not be allowed to instantiate 

S/I/P-CSCF under the same ManagedElement.
