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1 Opening and approval of proposed agenda

The Chairman of SS ad hoc, Steffen Habermann opened the meeting and welcomed the participants to Sophia Antipolis. The draft agenda in Tdoc N_SS-99081 was presented. One more agenda item UUS enhancement was added. The agenda was then approved. 

The draft document with the allocation of documents in order to the agenda was presented in document Tdoc N_SS-99100. The document was approved and it will be updated during the meeting. 

Some of the delegates were newcomers and therefore the meeting continued with a quick presentation round the table. 

2 Reports from other meetings / general / liaison statements

Tdoc N_SS-99080 

Steffen presented the report from the last meeting in Bonn, prepared by Istvan Kocsi that previous worked for ETSI MCC. The report was sent out for comments three weeks ago and it was approved.

Ruth passed around some photos from the last meeting in Bonn. 

Tdoc N_SS-99095 

A LS from T WG2 Response to LS on Service/Baseline Implementation Capabilities has been sent out as a copy to SS ad hoc. N1 is asking about comments to the table 2 that shows Service Implementation Capability, and it is composed of CM sub-layer procedures. Steffen presented the document and asked for comments. 

TSG CN SS ad hoc identified that the "network initiated MO call" is missing in the table related to Terminal Service Implementation Capabilities. The document will be studied further during the meeting and the delegates are asked to come with comments. Otherwise the Chairman will write a LS with the mentioned comments.

The LS from N1 was noted and the chairman will write a proposal for a LS.

Tdoc N_SS-99113

Steffen has prepared one answer of the LS and the document was approved and it will be sent to TSG CN WG1 and TSG T WG2.

3 GSM Release 97 and 98 supplementary service matters

Tdoc N_SS-99101 

Steffen presented a proposal from T-mobile of 03.72 on the Separation of success & failure cases for OR of late call forwarding, work item call deflection. Functionality is not changed. It’s just a new modelling of the three documents. The CR:s Tdoc N_SS-99102 and Tdoc N_SS99103 is just for information. In the document TDOC N_SS99103 it is easier to se what is to be changed.

The document Tdoc N_SS99101 was approved.

Tdoc N_SS-99105

A new CR for the mirrored specification 23.072 will be prepared. The document will be available tomorrow morning. The CR was approved.

4 Release 99 supplementary service matters

4.1 Multiple Subscriber Profile, Phase 2 (GSM 03.97)

Tdoc N_SS-99084

Ruth presented the changes of the Stage 2 specification of MSP since last meeting.  The coversheet has been changes to a 3GPP specification. Features are added.  Most of the SDL’s have been changed.  MSP is based on CAMEL phase 3 and the content of CAMEL phase 3 is not fixed yet. N2A has presented a document with proposed items that shall be included in a release 99 of CAMEL phase 3. Later on the document of suggested items in CAMEL phase 3 Ruth will go through what is needed for MSP. Vodafone is willing to take up the missing part that Nokia has the responsibility for that not is included in Release 99 and it’s needed for MSP. 

The document Tdoc N_SS-99084 is noted and further work is needed.

Tdoc N_SS-99085

 Proposed LS to SMG1 and S1 on Functionality of MSP Phase 2.  S1 has a meeting this week. The document was postponed until the outcome of the S1 meeting regarding this issue is known. Ruth will check out tonight. The document will be revised in Tdoc N_SS-99108.

Tdoc N_SS-99086

Ruth presented the CR of 23.072 Inclusion of the handling of the Service Interaction Indicators Two parameter in 23.072. The document is put on hold until the MSP stage 2 is finalised.
Tdoc N_SS-99087

Ruth presented the CR for 23.083 of Inclusion of the handling of the Service Interaction Indicators two parameters. Steffen had the comment that if the check of the service interaction indicator is in the VLR as proposed or in the MSC. New version of the document will be presented in Tdoc N_SS99109.

Tdoc N_SS-99109

Rev of Tdoc N_SS99087.The CR was put on hold until the MSP stage to is finalised.
Tdoc N_SS-99088

Ruth presented the document of the CR of 23.084 of Inclusion of handling of the Service Interaction Indicators Two parameter. Which specifies if invocation of MPTY is allowed.  The document was put on hold until the MSP stage 2 is finalised.

Tdoc N_SS-99089

Ruth presented the CR of specification 23.091 of Explicit Call Transfer that includes the service Interaction indicators Two parameter.  This specifies if invocation of ECT is allowed. The overall modeling has been changed. The CR was put on hold until MSP stage 2 is finalized.

Tdoc N_SS-99090

The vodafone proposal to change the 23.093 The Service Interaction Indicators Two parameter specifies if CCBS is allowed was presented and put on hold like the other CR:s of Inclusion of handling of the Service Interaction Parameter, until MSP stage 2 is finalised.

Tdoc N_SS-99110

Ruth has been in contact with the vodafone S1 delegate and presented the news from S1 about CAMEL phase 3 and MSP. 

The following changes were agreed at the S1 meeting:

· Use of Service Interaction Indicators Two parameter

· Inclusion of CUG information in Initial_DP and Connect message

· Addition of CCBS to the SS Invocation Notification 

The following change was rejected:

· CSE ability to change the presentation indicator for CLI

This means that we have no way to change the presentation indicator per profile. This problem requires further study.

Tdoc N_SS-99108

Ruth presented a LS including a proposed CR to specification 02.97 of updating of the stage 1 specification to align with the additional functionality included in MSP Phase 2, source Vodafone. The LS was approved and will go both to SMG1 and S1.

Tdoc N_SS-99093

The MSP rapporteur Ruth presented the Status of the Addition of CCBS to the SS Invocation. The purpose of it is that the right profile shall be used when CCBS is invoked. The Stage 1 specification has to be updated. The document is noted and if it’s accepted in S1 the document will be agreed.

Tdoc N_SS-99091

Ruth presented the document that is a CR to 23.093. MSP Phase 2 requires CCBS recalls to be charged to the correct profile, hence notification of CCBS invocation is required. This is needed for the charging of the right profile and to know the originating of the profile. The CR was put on hold until the MSP stage 2 is finalised.
Tdoc N_SS-99092

Vodafone presented a report of the Status of the Service Interaction Indicators Two parameter work in TSG-N2. TSG N WG2 agreed that the functionality will be included in R99 of CAMEL phase 3.  But the stage 2 will not be updated before the Stage 1and therefore SS ad hoc has to wait for S1. The document is not sent to SS ad hoc and is therefore not under the groups responsibility and the document was noted.

4.2 Follow Me (GSM 03.94/04.94)

Tdoc N_SS-99097

Faqiang presented the Proposal for enhancement of CFU to allow Follow Me functionality. The intention of the contribution was to find a solution with the interaction between call forwarding and Follow me. If the customer is using CFU he can’t activate follow me and if the Follow me is active it’s not possible to activate CFU. A better way forward is to add the changes in the follow me specification than change the CF specification. The contribution was rejected. 

Tdoc N_SS-99098

The changes of GSM 03.94 of Follow-Me (FM) Feature; stage 2 since the last meeting was presented. The new version was 0.1.0. The changes contains SDLs added, interaction with CFU and Outcome codes. Faqiang presented the beginning of the document and the SDL:s and Celine presented the out comes.
Steffen indicated at that it’s easier to have * as mandatory to make it easier to include other parameters in the future. There will always be a # in the end of the field.

MMI was discussed during last meeting. There is not clear MMI how the MMI is interacting with other services. Stage 1 is stable but service code is still missing and alignment with GSM 02.40 has to be done. SMG 1 allocate service codes. A LS to SMG1 will be prepared by Siemens about Service code and MMI for follow me. 

Shall this document be a 3GPP document or GSM document? SS ad hoc would like it to be a 3GPP document. Steffen will raise the question in the CN-meeting. It was decided to send this to the CN plenary next week.

Tdoc N_SS-99111

Celine presented the contribution of Initiating subscriber’s MSISDN in USSD optional MSISDN MAP parameter between HLRa and FFN. The intention is to use the MSISDN as a USSD parameter instead of in the USSD string.

A general comment about this contribution was how to explain it. It’s sufficient with just the SDL and a short introduction.

A new version with the comments from this meeting will be presented in next meeting.

Tdoc N_SS-99114

Celine presented the proposed LS to S1 on Service codes. The LS was approved.

4.3 USSD Enhancements (GSM 03.90/04.90)

Tdoc N_SS-99099

Regis from France Telecom presented the document with open issues of USSD. There is no work going on for the moment in this area. The document is containing proposals to solve the open issues. France Telcom has studied the topic in detail and there have been some LS from other groups the last years. 

Steffen will check the old LS from SMG12.  

Tdoc N_SS-99107

France telecom proposed that they will modify 03.19 and present it during next meeting. Work will be progressed by France telecom and a discussion will continue via e-mail. SS-ad hoc will wait for further input before comments will be sent to other groups. The document was noted

4.4 Long Forwarded-to number (GSM 03.82/04.82)

4.5 UUS enhancement (GSM 03.87/04.87)

Tdoc N_SS-99112

Raija presented the answer of a LS from S2 about UUS enhancement. Action has to be taken and Raija has prepared a document that will be presented in Tdoc N_SS99115. Document Tdoc N_SS-99112 was noted. A LS about UUS enhancement has been sent to S1. They forward the questions to S2, and they sent it back to SS ad hoc. Who has the responsibility?

Tdoc N_SS-99115

The question is if SS ad hoc is responsible for UUS. The document is good summary of the subject. Proposed LS to S1 and S2 that says that SS ad hoc has studied the UUS signalling enhancement and in an attached document the open issues will be described. Nokia will restructure the TDOC N_SS99112 document and attach it to the LS. Steffen will prepare a cover sheet where SS ad hoc will ask S1 to take over the charging issue and the QoS. S1 have to say if they have it or not.

Tdoc N_SS-99116 will be sent out on e-mail on Friday.

5 Other Release 99 Work Items with impact on supplementary services

5.1 Pre-paging

Tdoc N_SS-99065

Steffen presented the proposed change request to specification 23.082 on behalf of NTC. It has been presented in the Bonn meeting but at that time it was no time to discuss it.

The contribution is an addition of the description related to Pre-Paging in case of “Absent Subscriber”. The purpose is to Provide roaming number and to provide the status of the mobile station earlier than it is provided today in order to have the information if the mobile is available, as soon is possible. The information is sent to the HLR to invoke CFNR. The CR was approved and will be presented at the CN plenary meeting next week. 

5.2 GLR

Tdoc N_SS-99096

N2 has studied the impact of the supplementary services with the implementation of GLR. They don’t see any impact but they would like to have SS-ad hoc’s view of it. The GLR is transparent to the supplementary services. 

SS-ad hoc confirm N2: s view of the GLR’s impact of the supplementary services. The answer will be presented in the Tdoc N_SS99106. The discussion will continue when the proposed LS to N2 will be presented.
Tdoc N_SS-99106

Steffen presented the proposed answer to CN WG2 on GLR:s impact on  supplementary services. The LS was approved.

5.3 Multicall

Tdoc N_SS-99082

Pekka presented the document from Nokia of Optional 3G Multicall enhancements of call barring services. The proposal is that the services BAOC (Barring of All Outgoing Calls) and BAIC (Barring of All Incoming Calls) should be updated to make them compatible with circuit-switched multicall. The new multicall versions of BAOC and BAIC should be called BMOC (Barring of Multiple Outgoing Calls) and BMIC (Barring of Multiple Incoming Calls). BMOC and BMIC should be optional services. If a network support multicall they will also support barring of multicall. The proposal is an enhancement that will be optional.

The intention if the document was discussed. What is the service requirement? Multicall is a 3GPP issue and the stage 1 has to be presented by S1. The document was noted and SS ad hoc will wait for service requirements from S1. 

Tdoc N_SS-99083

Steffen presented the liaison statement on multicall and enhancement of call barring services from N1. They are asking following questions:

· Are there problems foreseen in the interaction between multicall and call barring supplementary services?

· Shall the user be able to control the user/subscription based multicall limits?

· Is the presented approach a feasible solution to the above mentioned problems? 

The questions is more related to S1. The document is therefore noted.

5.4 CAMEL Phase 3

Tdoc N_SS-99094

The document a Liaison of statement to TSG N, TSG S and TSG S WG1 from TSG N WG2 about CAMEL was presented for information. TSG N WG2 has realised that the CAMEL phase 3 will not be finalised during 1999. Therefore they have divided the CAMEL phase 3 in two releases. In the LS the items are listed in three different lists; R99, R2000 and “don’t know if it will be finalised in time for R99”.

T-BCSM in visited MSC has impact on the MSP and it is not in the list of Release 99.

The document was noted.

Tdoc N_SS-99104

Steffen presented Change Request from NTT of specification 03.78 of CAMEL phase 3. The document was noted. 

6 Any other business

No one had anything to add.

8 Future meeting dates and closing of the meeting

Next meeting on the 30th of November to the 2nd of December 1999. Celine will ask Nortel if they would like to host the next meeting. Meeting days for next year was not planned due to both Follow me and MSP specifications are planned for R99.

LS on the supplementary services protocol procedures in the GLR

The TSG CN SS ad hoc have studied the LS from TSG CN WG2 on the supplementary services protocol procedures in the GLR (N2-99A55).

TSG CN SS ad hoc confirms that there is no impact on the fuctional SS signalling as well as for call completion SS signalling due to the introduction of the GLR, if those procedures are treated transparently.

However the TSG CN SS ad hoc have identified during earlier meetings that there is a certain functionality needed in the GLR to coordinate CCBS status reporting and location update signalling if a subscriber is monitored for CCBS purposes.

TSG CN SS ad hoc would like to ask whether TSG CN WG2 has performed further analyses concering the relation of location update and status reporting procedures. This might be an issue which has to be solved in 3G TS 23.093 and 3G TS 23.012.

LS on Service/Baseline Implementation Capabilities

The TSG CN SS ad hoc have studied the LS from TSG CN WG1 (N1-99B33) on Service/Baseline Implementation Capabilities. During the review of the table related to Terminal Service Implementation Capabilities of the NAS the following comments were identified.

· TSG CN SS ad hoc have identified that the "network initiated MO call" is missing in the table related to Terminal Service Implementation Capabilities. This feature is a basic functionality to support the CCBS supplementary service. It is assumed by the SS ad hoc that the CCBS supplementary service is a part of Release 99. Therefore it shall be added to the table as an optional service capability for terminals supporting speech, fax and cs data.

· TSG CN SS ad hoc would like to ask for further clarification related to the entries for the "Generic Procedure for the control of SS".

The section "Generic Procedure for the control of SS" of 3G TS 24.010 defines generic handling of call related as well as call independent supplementary service operations. The procedures for call independent supplementary service operations are mandatory for terminals supporting supplementary service (as covered by the table). However call related supplementary service procedures are an optional service capability for terminals supporting speech, fax and/or cs data.

TSG CN SS ad hoc would like to highlight that there are - in addition to the generic procedures defined in 3G TS 24.010 - specific procedures for supplementary services defined in the corresponding stage 3 specifications (24.072, 24.08x-series, 24.09x-series). It is assumed that the support of those specific supplementary service procedures is an optional service capabilitiy on a per service basis.

· The comment regarding the CFU supplementary service for the " Generic Procedure for the control of SS" and the "SS Support procedure" was not understood. TSG CN SS ad hoc is not aware of any requirements for terminals supporting the speech teleservice to support the CFU supplementary service.

___________________________________________________________________________

The service code (SC) of 10 is still not standardised and there is no SC defined in GSM for Follow Me. The railways specifications have been using SC 10 for FM, but this needs to be confirmed for ETSI GSM FM.

It may be that no SC of 2 digits are available any more for GSM, unless SC 10 had been reserved a long time ago (maybe by the Railways). MMI functions will also be impacted, and so will GSM 02.30.

TSG CN SS Ad-hoc is asking SMG 1 to enquire about MMI changes and the service code to use for Follow Me or to confirm that the use of service code 10 is allowed for FM and will be standardised soon in GSM 02.30.

Proposed LS on User-to-User Signalling Enhancements

Triggered by the Liaison Statements from TSG SA WG2 (S2-99585) and TSG SA WG1 (S1-99357) on UUS Enhancements TSG CN SS ad hoc have studied the possible progress of this Work Item in 3GPP. UUS is a supplementary service developed in Release 98, which allows transfer of User-User Information (UUI) between mobile station and ISDN terminals in conjunction with a call, i.e. at call establishment, call clearing and during an active call.

Based on this supplementary service it is proposed for UUS Enhancements to add additional parameters to the UUI, to allow flexible addressing of applications at the terminal. The following aspects of this new work item have been identified.

· UUI is transferred transparently between the terminals involved in a call. By definition the core network will not evaluate the UUI. It is assumed that the additional parameters for UUS Enhancements are part of the UUI and that the transparent handling of UUI in the core network will be kept. Therefore UUS specifications (22.087, 23.087 and 24.087) are not impacted.

· Since UUS Enhancements is considered as a functionality impacting the terminals, it is proposed that the technical work should be performed by TSG T WG2. Interworking with other terminal capabilities, e.g. MExE and SAT may be analysed there as well. It is recommended by TSG SS ad hoc that a general approach for addressing of applications is developed, which is independent from the "bearer".

· The Quality of Service issue was discussed in the past together with SMG11 and SMG1. Extensive usage of UUS during the call will have impact on the speech quality when using the GSM radio access. This issue could be solved for the 3G radio access with the introduction of new radio channel configurations.

· The issue of interworking with ISDN has to be considered if the final approach for UUS Enhancements is known. It is recommended to discuss this issue together with working groups responsible for ISUP specifications. SMG3-WPB (now TSG CN SS ad hoc) have performed those analyses in the past together with the experts of ETSI SPS1 (now ETSI SPAN1) in GSM 09.14. This could also be done for this new work item as well. However it is not clear how this joint activity could fit in the 3GPP work, since ETSI SPAN1 is only responsible for the European versions of ISUP protocol and services.

· Charging issues related to UUS and UUS enhancements shall be handled in the appropriate working groups. However TSG CN SS ad hoc is not aware of the status of the work on charging for UUS. This issue was forwarded to the appropriate ETSI working group already for the UUS work item for the GSM Release 98.

Since the work necessary for UUS enhancements have to be performed in several working groups spread over several TSGs, it is proposed that TSG SA WG1 and/or TSG SA WG2 should take over the co-ordination for this work item.

Attached there is a detailed summary of certain issues related to UUS and UUS enhancements.
