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	Introduction of CAMEL Phase 4 (Rel-5).

The present document specifies the stage 2 description for the fourth phase (see 3GPP TS 22.078) of the Customized Applications for Mobile network Enhanced Logic (CAMEL) feature which provides the mechanisms to support services of operators which are not covered by standardized GSM services even when roaming outside the HPLMN.
The fourth phase of the CAMEL feature supports, in addition to the third phase of the CAMEL:

Interactions with Optimal Routing;

Call Party Handling;

-
DTMF Mid call procedure for Mobile Originated and Mobile Terminating calls;

-
Inclusion of flexible tone injection;

-
Charging Notification to CSE;

-
Enhancements of dialled services;

-
Provision of location information of called subscriber;

-
Provide location information during ongoing call;

-
CAMEL control over MT SMS;
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Notification of GPRS mobility management to CSE;

-
Inclusion of ODB data in Any Time Modification;

-
Enhancement of Any Time Interrogation and Provide Subscriber Information for PS Domain;

-
Provisioning of IP-based multimedia services.
To realise the technical specification - stage 2, CN2 has worked to create the draft specification since August 2000 (as an output of CN2#12 Helsinki meeting). All the proposal to CAMEL4 and most of the CRs to CAMEL3 have been incorporated into this draft specification.
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
