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TSG RAN WG3 (responsible for the UTRAN Architecture) acknowledges reception of the Liaison Statement from 3GPP CN1and have discussed the outlined points.  The following conclusions were made:
· It was clarified that it is an open issue in RANAP whether the Cipher Mode Command can be used for the purposes of instigating both ciphering and to carrying the ‘CM Service Accept’ information to the mobile.

· There is a consensus amongst the RAN3 experts that it is preferable that the ‘CM Service Accept’ is separate from the Cipher Mode Command – as the ciphering is applied to the RRC connection, rather than to the service.  The RAN WG3 group sees a need for the de-correlation between the CM Service Accept from the Cipher Mode Command - as there may be a ciphered connection achieved when a new service is negotiated.

· With regards to the question on GSM MSC behaviour within the UTRAN it was felt that Direct Transfer should be used for CM Service Accept, and a RANAP/ RRC mechanism should be used for the Cipher Mode Command. However it was thought that the sequencing and synchronisation of Ciphering and CM Service Accept messages remains a CN1 issue.
