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Introduction

ITU-T is going to specify the IMT2000 family system and 3GPP strives to be acknowledged as one family member. TSG_RAN (former SMG2) has since longer an ad-hoc group to produce output towards ITU-R.

Now ITU-T invites now also contributions from 3GPP on the “layers 2 and layers 3 radio technology independent specifications (even if in preliminary state). Goal of ITU-T is to complete specification till end ’99 which are in relation to the IMT.RSPEC produced by ITU-R. 
(see PCG#2_40)

The principle of referencing 3GPP specifications is endorsed by ITU on the one hand side and TSG_SA and PCG on the other side. (see PCG#2_14 = TSG_SA#4 (99)333)

Since N1 is responsible for the relevant work areas N1 has to have the lead in producing respective input to ITU-T (even if CN approval after this is needed).

The next meeting of ITU-T SG11 is 8-17 Sept. (Ottawa) and hence not too much time is left. 

PCG#2 endorses that CN contributes in this respect to ITU-T.

What needs to be done / Next steps

1) Production with a list of all relevant specifications highlighting their content, status and location.
