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1. Introduction

This document summarizes the pact to N1 specification, TS 24.008 by introducing Out band Tanscoder Control, which is a WI in N2 in R99.

Annex-2 is the WI proposal of “Work Item Description of Out-of-Band Transcoder Control” and this was approved last N-Plenary meeting in Kyonju. In section x.13, impacts of TS24.008 is described, yet in our investigation these descriptions are not represent current N1’s study. This paper provides more updated information and propose to issue a LS to inform this to N2, as attached as Annex-1.
2. Analysis

Up to now, at least two companies are studying this field in N1, and following comments are study result. Currently, we think that the impacts to TS 24.008 is a slight one, just need to define a down link message to carry codec information, and one of the candidate is a “Progress Message” and other alternative could be a RRC message. This is under study, yet we think it is enough to be concluded in current R99 working schedule. The followings revision mark parts are revised texts that showing our understandings.

UMTS TS 24.008

Out-of-Band Transcoder Control requires the capability to indicate preferable transcoder types from the MT to the network employing Call Control messages as a means of transport. 

In detail, the originating MT shall be able to indicate a list of preferable transcoder types to the originating MSC. (This already exists in TS24.008)

The originating MSC shall be able to receive a list of preferable transcoder types from the originating MT. (This already exists in TS24.008)

The terminating MT shall be able to send a list of preferable transcoder types to the terminating MSC.

The terminating MSC shall be able to receive a list of preferable transcoder types from the terminating  MT. (This already exists in TS24.008)

The terminating MT shall be able to receive one transcoder type from the terminating MSC. (This description to be added).The originating MSC shall be able to indicate one transcoder type to the originating MT. (This description to be added).
