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3G_MSC-B or 3G_MSC-B' should always initiate the Location Reporting Control procedure towards the target RNC since the MAP-E interface doesn't support initiation of the Location Reporting Control procedure from MSC-A in case of an inter-MSC GSM to UMTS handover.

If no reporting control is required from the target RNC, after an inter-MSC GSM to UMTS handover, neither legal interception nor location based services running in the anchor MSC will work, due to that the RNC does not inform of location changes.
