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1. Introduction

In 24.229 section 9.3.2 is empty. The subsection shall contain rules the I-CSCF shall follow and which are not specified in the latest draft of RFC2543 (bis4 at the moment).

2. Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text to subsection 9.3.2 in 24.229:

When I-CSCF receives a Registration request it shall:

1. make a Cx-query in order to determine the S-CSCF it needs to forward the request to

2. determine whether hiding is required for the user or not (information can be statically configured in I-CSCF or it can be obtained from HSS during the Cx-query procedure). If hiding is required then:

3. insert its own resolveable identifier (e.g. name) in front of the list in the Path header
4. forward the request to the S-CSCF selected in 1.

When I-CSCF receives a 200 OK response to the Register request it shall:

1. encrypt or tokanize the topmost entry in the Path header
