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1. Overall Description:

CN1 thanks SA3 for their liaison statement on security solutions for the Mt reference point. CN1 is aware that SA3 is responsible for the security architecture in 3GPP. CN1 has discussed the issue and provides the following answer:

CN1 sees that the solution described in the liasion is feasible. However from a CN1 point of view the solution has the following drawbacks:

· The solution would be the first case where a Release-6 service in an Application Server requires the S-CSCF to be updated to Release-6. This is in contradiction to the principle that the S-CSCF should be service agnostic.

· It is anticipated that the key derivation in the S-CSCF puts additional processing load on the S-CSCF which might be rather high.

· CN1 thinks that registration should be used exclusively for authentication of the UE to the IMS.

During the discussion it was also mentioned that the Sh interface might be used for providing the necessary keying material to an Application Server.
