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1 Introduction

As a result of the additions to WLAN PLMN selection procedure and the introduction of the new draft for Network selection and Discovery, new terms have been introduced.

2 Conclusion

It is proposed to follow IETF terminology as in draft-adrangi-eap-network-discovery-and-selection-00 [18] and adopt the terms Root NAI (which is the NAI format when authenticating directly to HPLMN) and Decorated NAI (which is the NAI format when Authenticating to HPLMN via VPLMN).

The format of Decorated NAI is still left FFS as it depends in current discussions in SA2 and the format recommended in the draft cannot safely be taken as a working assumption.

4.2 WLAN UE Identities

4.2.1 General

WLAN UEs use Network Access Identifier (NAI) as identification towards the 3GPP WLAN AAA server. NAI is composed of a username part and a realm part. The NAI realm name shall be in the form of an Internet domain name as specified in RFC 1035 [10], the NAI username part format shall comply with draft-arkko-pppext-eap-aka [13] and draft-haverinen-pppext-eap-sim [14]. 

The WLAN UE shall build the realm part of NAI as specified in TS 23.234 [4] and shall use it in identification responses.

4.2.2 Root NAI
This is the NAI format when the WLAN UE authenticates directly to HPLMN (see draft-adrangi-eap-network-discovery-and-selection-00 [18] and TS 23.234 [4])

By default for EAP-SIM and EAP-AKA full authentication, the UE shall derive the NAI realm from the IMSI as specified in TS 23.234 [4].
4.2.3 Decorated NAI
This is the NAI format when the WLAN uthenticates to HPLMN via VPLMN (see draft-adrangi-eap-network-discovery-and-selection-00 [18])
Upon reception of network advertisement information from the WLAN AN, the WLAN UE identifies that WLAN PLMN selection shall be performed as specified in subclause 5.3. In this case, the WLAN UE shall decorate the NAI using the identity of the selected PLMN as specified below.
