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1. Overall Description:

CN1 discussed a CR which proposed to align TS24.229 with TS32.225 regarding the facts:

· that S-CSCF shall include P-Charging-Function-Addresses header in the 200 OK response to a REGISTER request, and
· that I-CSCF shall remove this header from this response if P-CSCF does not belong to the same network as S-CSCF or if I-CSCF applies topology hiding; otherwise the I-CSCF shall pass the P-Charging-Function-Addresses header to the P-CSCF.
The discussions raised the question whether a I-CSCF, not applying topology hiding, really needs this header as the following requests of this user (ie INVITE, …) will not go through it.

Moreover, in the current status of TS24.229 Release 5:

· I-CSCF which does not apply topology hiding does not have any action on reception of a 2xx response to a REGISTER request except to proxy this message to the P-CSCF,

· I-CSCF which applies topology hiding removes the P-Charging-Function-Addresses header from any message before forwarding it.

Consequently, for the case where topology hiding does not apply, CN1 proposes:
· that S-CSCF shall include P-Charging-Function-Addresses header in the 200 OK response to a REGISTER request if P-CSCF is in the same network as S-CSCF; otherwise the S-CSCF shall not include this header in this 200 OK response, and
· that I-CSCF shall proxy this 200 OK response to the P-CSCF (ie. no change to current version of TS24.229).
For the case where topology hiding applies, CN1 proposes:

· that S-CSCF shall include P-Charging-Function-Addresses header in the 200 OK response to a REGISTER request, and

· that I-CSCF applying topology hiding shall remove this header before forwarding this message (ie no change to current version of TS24.229)

2. Actions:

To SA5 group.

ACTION: 
CN1 asks SA5:
· to indicate if it is acceptable that S-CSCF does not include the P-Charging-Function-Addresses header in a 200 OK response to REGISTER request if P-CSCF is in a different network compared to S-CSCF and if I-CSCF does not apply topology hiding.

If this is acceptable to SA5, CN1 asks SA5 to align their specification with this modification.
