Overall Description:

CN1 thanks T1 for their LS on Permissibility of Separate RRC Connections for Sequential CS and PS Registration.

CN1 has discussed the questions raised by T1 and is of the view that, as the behaviour of RRC is defined by RAN2, it would be more appropriate for TSG RAN W2 to provide a response.

Nevertheless, CN1 can provide its understanding of the situation:

The CS and PS registration procedures may be performed in parallel. If the CS and PS registration are performed in sequence, the UTRAN may either maintain the RRC connection after the completion of the first procedure or release it. If the latter is the case, a new RRC connection must be requested by the UE for the PS registration.
