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Introduction

As per TS 23.234, during the WLAN PLMN selection procedure, The WLAN UE shall indicate its home network through the use of an initial NAI.  Optionally, if there is preference for a roaming network, the initial NAI then takes the form of a Roaming NAI. The same option is clarified in TS 24.234 WLAN PLMN selection procedure also.
Proposal

There was a discussion during the CN#33_bis meeting in Sophia Antipolis, regarding when to use the Decorated NAI as the initial NAI. It was agreed to put as Editors note that it needs further classification. This contribution proposes to add the below clarification, which is adopted from SA#2 document TS 23.234. 

So this proposal aims to clarify that in some cases, for e.g. when a user opts for a preferred VPLMN due to some earlier information with him, decorated NAI can be directly used as the initial NAI, instead of root NAI.

**Modified Section 1**
5.2.3.1 
General

The WLAN UE identifies itself to the WLAN by inserting its NAI in EAP-Response/Identity message. In the case when the WLAN cannot derive the 3GPP AAA Server or Proxy where to route the UE's EAP authentication signaling to, it is said that the WLAN has no direct roaming relationship with the user's home network.

The WLAN uses realm part of NAI to route EAP authentication signaling to the Home 3GPP AAA server of the subscriber with whom the WLAN UE performs authentication. This procedure is out of the scope of this specification.

In the first EAP-Response/Identity message, the WLAN UE shall by default build the realm part of initial NAI in a way that it identifies the HPLMN (i.e. Root NAI shall be used). Optionally,if there is a preference for a roaming network, the WLAN UE may use Decorated NAI in the initial EAP-Response/Identity message as the initial NAI.

Editor’s Note: The optional use of the Decorated NAI in the initial EAP-Response/Identity message needs further clarification in this section. Such a change should remove "by default" from this section. For optimizing user access experience in re-access case, the WLAN UE may include information of preferred roaming network from previous successful authentication while it is associated to the same AP.For the manual selection case allowed by some operator, initial NAI can include the roaming network decided by the user, e.g. using a preferred PLMN list stored in the UICC.
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
