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1. Introduction
There are several changes of features in the latest version of MSRP draft (http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-ietf-simple-message-sessions-05.txt). Since some changes have direct and important effect on the ongoing specification TS 24.247. CN1 needs discussion on how to treat this change. The changes were refected to TS 23.228 in SA2 #39 Shenzhen meeting.
2. Changes and discussion
(1) Hosting capability of offerer
In the MSRP draft subclause 7.5.1, it is specified that,

“The offerer MUST be prepared to accept a connection from the answerer.”
By this statement, the hosting capability of offerer, which is originating UE in 3GPP, becomes mandatory condition in implemsenting MSRP. To be aligned with the draft, in the SA2 #39 Shenzhen meeting, all the terminating UE hosting cases were agreed to be removed from TS 23.228 by adopting CR S2-041340.
When SBLP is used in session-based messaging, orignating UE can not host the session because resources are not allowed to be allocated prior to QoS authorisation. The problem arises here is that the session-based messaging can not be initiated when SBLP is used. CN1 shall find a solutions to resolve this problem.
Introduction of relay in IMS can be one of solutions. CN1 may make decisions on where the relay function should be implemented and how the originating UE can host MSRP session by using relay.
(2) New attributes
‘path’ is a new SDP attribute.  This attribute contains list of URLs and may be used to present relay in the message-exchanging route. In MSRP message, new header fields of ‘To’ and ‘From’ are introduced. These field contain remote and local URL and identify each endpoints.  To be well-aligned with the change of the draft, message examples of signalling flow in TS 24.247 shall be corrected.
