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1. Overall Description:

3GPP WG SA2 thanks 3GPP WG CN1 for their incoming liaison statement on Pi interface for presence.

3GPP WG SA2 have agreed with CN1 that this interface should be based on existing mechanisms for use of the ISC interface and agree with CN1 

"that delivery of the registration state can therefore be achieved by:

1. The S-CSCF provides third-party REGISTER requests to the AS providing the presence network agent functions as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 subclause 5.4.1.7 and 5.7.1.1. This mechanism is explicitly mentioned in 3GPP TS 23.141 subclause 5.2.2.3.

2. The AS subscribes to the reg event package for a particular user at the S-CSCF, as described in 3GPP TS 24.229 subclause 5.7.1.1 and subclause 5.4.2.1. The S-CSCF then provides the presence-related information as reg event packages in NOTIFY requests to the presence network agent in the AS."

3GPP SA2 see no need to specify further mechanisms within Presence for information delivery from the S-CSCF to the Presence Network Agent within release 6. 3GPP SA2 will consider any CRs it receives for modifications for the referenced text of 3GPP TS 23.141 in the incoming liaison.

Note: the use of additional triggers in the filter criteria to deliver other information to the Presence Network Agent and Presence Server as a vendor or operator specific enhancement should not be precluded, i.e. the existing general S-CSCF ISC capabilities should not be further restricted for a Presence Network Agent.

Additionally, for instance if subscription to registration event packages is not desired in a particular implementation, the various P interfaces can be used in combination by the Presence Network Agent, e.g. the appearance of a third party REGISTER on the Pi interface may prompt the Presence Network Agent to solicit further information from the Ph interface.
