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Due to shortage of time, and also the absence of the final results of the SA plenary, it has not been possibly to complete this CR by the document deadline. However, as currently drafted, it identifies the changes we wish to see in 24.234 in this respect. It is hoped to provide a revision to form part of the necessary discussion at CN1#34bis before the start of the meeting.

Introduction

Subclause 5.2.2.1 contains the following editor's note.

Editor’s note: This case has been written based on 802.11 technologies. It is not clear at the moment whether this text can be made applicable for other WLAN technologies. In addition to this, an LS has been sent from CN1 32-bis to SA2 asking clarification regarding I-WLAN selection and SSID priorities. Therefore this text might need to be changed into a technology independent structure or some additional changes will be required due to SSID selection, if SA2 and CN1 investigations on these two topics so require.

We believe that it is essential that we keep the text specific to particular WLAN technology to a minimum, and ideally within a single location. In addition, such text should appear at the lowest possible subclause level, and allow the addition of other technologies at a later time.

IEEE specific subclauses currently exist at subclause 5.1.1.1, subclause 5.1.2.1, subclause 5.2.2.1, subclause 5.2.3.3.4.1.1.

The existing stage 1 material makes mention of IEEE 802.11, Hyperlan, and Bluetooth. While the latter two of these may not be high priority for current standardization, there are other wireless protocols being developed in IEEE that we believe it will be necessary to support in future releases. We would like it to be possible to add other technologies in future releases with minimal impact on the structure of the document, and with minimum duplication of text. We believe the current structure precludes that.

We believe that two factors will make this process easier:

· SA1 have indicated in a liaison that 3GPP should not duplicate the WLAN procedures or the UE procedures associated with the WLAN, as these are entirely in the province of the group specifying the wireless LAN. Thus while the procedures in the 3GPP document may indicate that the UE associates with a WLAN before performing some PLMN selection procedure, we do not need to indicate that conformance is required with any particular protocol  in order to perform that association.

· Many of the fundamental procedures associated with WLAN operation do not differ between technologies. The procedures either exist or they do not. Thus while "SSID" may be a term that is specific to 802.11, some equivalent could be assumed in all technologies, and it is difficult to envisage more procedures might exist that either active scanning or passive scanning. This a procedure either exists or it does not, but we do not suddenly gain substantial numbers of extra procedures by adopting a new technology. Thus, providing we choose sufficiently generic names for our WLAN procedures, the impact of adopting a new technology should be minimal.

The following is proposed as a suitable list of terms that might be used, assuming the procedures call for such a term:

· active scanning
· passive scanning
· WLAN association

· WLAN authentication

It is assumed that all WLAN technologies would support the drafts:

· draft-arkko-pppext-eap-aka

· draft-haverinen-pppext-eap-sim

· draft-adrangi-eap-network-discovery-and-selection
