2.1  CAMEL Phase 2

2.1.1  CS1 extension to INAP

Tdoc N2a99304 and Tdoc N2a99305
Presented by Alcatel. In the area of SPS3 documents. Deltas between CAMEL Phase 3 and Phase 2 were highlighted. Not intended as a replacement but as an integration of the CAMEL Phase 2 version. It was proposed to SPS3 for approval. The Public Enquiry phase will be an opportunity for a further update of the document. For mid May, there should be also the WG2 approval (then followed by SMG3 and SMG and then the Public Enquiry).

Vodafone pointed out that references 28 and 36 should address Release ’97 versions. No need to change it now, but a check with the Mobile Competence Centre should clarify the correct reference version.

Part 1 and Part 2 were approved. After WG2 approval, they will be passed to the SPS plenary next week.


2.1.2 PCS Harmonization

Tdoc N2a99311

LS presented by T1P1.5 on CAMEL Harmonization CR for GSM 09.78. Vodafone noted that T1P1.5 is asking WPC to present the related Change Requests to SMG3 or SMG#29, somehow departing from an original agreement between T1P1.5. Chances are that T1P1.5 will submit the CRs  at the very last moment, with likely inconvenients (similar to SMG#28). Franco was asked to check in ETSI what is the correct procedural approach. Noted.

Tdoc N2a99312
CR A064 to 09.78 on Support of ANSI MTP and ANSI SCCP for CAMEL phase 2 was submitted by T1P1.5. Nokia was concerned with the use of TT n. 9 and 14, as proposed by the CR. ANSI SCCP will always be confined to North America, so if the extra TTs are confined there, WG2 should not be too much concerned. Chapter 4 should however specified that use of ANSI SCCP is really confined to North America, whenever there is interworking with other networks. The sentence “Interworking between a PLMN in North America and a PLMN outside NA will involve an STP to translate between ANSI SCCP and ITU-T/CCITT SCCP” needs to be added to sect. 4 of the CR.

Vodafone will notify Kerry Weaver of the new proposal. For the formalities, an LS should be drafted, asking T1P1.5 to accept the amendment. The LS will however include all the changes agreed during this meeting. 

The CR to vers. 7.0.0, attached to the document, is not needed. Furthermore, discrepancies were highlighted between Release ’97 and Release ’98. Ericsson also observed that the summary of changes also refers to MTP, although this seems to be confined to the addition of a reference in the list. 

Eventually CR A064 was accepted with the above modification (A064r1) and a LS (Tdoc 333) will be prepared by Vodafone.

CR 09.02-A216. To be forwarded to Subgroup B for discussion next meeting. The N2B meeting should formulate a liaison statement regarding this individual CR.

Tdoc N2a99333
LS in response to T1P1 on Harmonisation issues, responding to several questions raised during the CN2 discussion (no CR needed for 09.78 Release ’98, who is responsible for presenting the CR at the SMG plenary, references to MTP and ETSI MTP).

The LS to T1P1.5 should be sent to the CN2 list and Vodafone will request CN to endorse it next week.

Approved. Not to be attached to the LS.

Tdoc N2a99336

CR 09.78-A064r1 was presented by Vodafone. Approved, to be attached to the LS to T1P1.5.

Tdoc N2a99338
CR 03.78-A100r1 on Clarification on the scope of CAMEL Capability Handling parameter was approved.

2.1.3 Stage 2 issues

Tdoc N2a99309

CR to 03.78 n. A098 on  Clarification on the scope of CAMEL Capability Handling parameter was presented by Nokia. The meaning of the parameter is to avoid negotiations between SSF and SCF, observed Sonera, in support of the CR. However, a lot of concerns were raised from the floor, including one related to its practicality. Clearly, some information is missing in the specification, and it was proposed to convene a drafting group on the issue.

The CR was rejected. A new one, with a new CR number, will be prepared.

Tdoc N2a99310
CR 03.78-A099 on Reporting of O/T_Abandon DP when caller clears during O/T_Busy, O/T_No_Answer or Route_Select_Failure EDP-R, presented by Nokia. Question whether the CR should be a correction or an enhancement. No compatibility problem with CAMEL Phase 1, Nokia stated. The CR was accepted. On request of Vodafone, the Chairman clarified that formally speaking, WPC should agree this (and other CRs with a similar treatment here) at the meeting in Edinburgh, with no other formal presentation. Franco (AP) will send the list of approved CRs to the CN2 list, indicating they are approved and asking for only significant comments, that might prevent from automatic approval.

Alcatel showed disagreement on the Implicit Disarming rules, expected to be a part of the CR, but it was clarified that the CR was not dealing with Implicit Disarming. Also France Telecom expressed some concern. It will not be represented in Edinburgh, but comments can be raised in that occasion.

Tdoc N2a99335
CR 03.78-A100 on Clarification on the scope of CAMEL Capability Handling parameter was presented by Nokia, indicating the sections affected by the most recent changes. Vodafone proposed replacement of a sentence : “The HLR shall not include in the CSI which it sends to a VLR or GMSC any data for a CAMEL Phase later than that which the CAMEL capability handling indicates”. Revised to doc. 338 (A100r1), approved with no further presentation. 

2.1.4 Implicit Disarming of  DP's

Tdoc N2a99316
Presented by Alcatel. It was decided not to have any changes for CAMEL Phase 2 regarding the disarming rules. It was agreed to provide an integration (Tdoc N2-99327) and further discuss it.

2.1.5  Pending CRs from the last meeting
Tdoc N2a99234
CR 09.02-A208r1 on Corrections of USSD errors Shortly represented by Ericsson. Agreement was not found in Issy-les-Moulineaux. Table 7.5.1 had an error which was corected. A second issue: a discrepancy between protocol and service descriptions was highlighted, the CR aimes at aligning the service description by making the Response (see the related procedure) optional.

Nokia expressed concern and requested to postpone it to Edinburgh. In addition, it is a document concerning 09.02, for which Subgroup A is not responsible. Vodafone also requested that the next SS-ad hoc meeting reviews the CR.

Tdoc N2a99240

CR 09.78-A058r1 on Various Corrections was presented again by Ericsson. The front page might be made more descriptive. The necessity of changing the Cancel operation was questioned by France Telecom. Areas of further changes were identified. Revision necessary (Tdoc 337).

Tdoc N2a99278

CR 03.78-A085r1was presented again by Ericsson, focusing on the open issues. An objection was raised by Alcatel about Call Information Request. Setting a parameter to zero was probably better in the Call Information Report. Postponed. 

Tdoc N2a99337
CR to 09.78 n. A058r2 on Various corrections was presented by Ericsson. Take away the word editorial from the subject in the cover page of the CR, to avoid misalignment with category. CR was approved. AP Franco to delete the word editorial from the Cover page. Revised to 344 that was approved.
Tdoc N2a99343
CR to 03.78 n. A085r2 on Various Corrections was presented by Ericsson. The only change requested during the meeting was incorporated. Agreed. There is the word editorial to be dropped from the subject of the front page.

3 Contributions related to Release 99

3.1  CAMEL Phase 3

3.1.1  CSE initiated calls

Tdoc N2-99146
CR 03.18-A042, on introduction of CSE Created Call was presented by Alcatel. Some reworks were identified already in the clarification phase. Vodafone proposed not have the CR at all but to cover the issue directly in 03.78. Comments were given on a task box included in an SDL diagram and its specific role was clarified by Vodafone in relation to inter-working with the VLR. CSE Initiated Call needs definition of new procedures. The CR was eventually rejected (no CR number was necessary, as agreed in Issy-les-Moulineaux). This Tdoc and Tdoc N2-99147 were combined and revised to Tdoc N2-99330.
Tdoc N2-99147
 CR 03.78-A078 on introduction of CSE Created Call was presented by Alcatel. Again no CR number was needed. The question was raised whether there are alternatives in the document to the introduction of detection points. According to Siemens, they can be avoided. Several other comments were raised and at the end of a lengthy debate, a revision was found necessary, including upgrading the SDLs. An update seemed feasible, less easy to integrate all comments, unless contributors come with concrete written proposals. Revised to Tdoc N2-99330.

Vodafone volunteered in cooperating with Alcatel in order to include in the same revision also the elements taken from the previous document and  to have a single contribution  on the issue.

Tdoc N2-99330
Presented by Alcatel. No discrimination between DP1 and DP2. CSE was deleted throughout the document and replaced by gsmSCF. Title of Fig. 2 should be aligned with 7.4bis, using Initiate. Other terminology alignments were suggested and left to Alcatel for implementation. Siemens, Alcatel and Vodafone agreed to sit down together and solve the issues related to the diagrams of the Procedure CAMEL_OCH_MSC_INIT.  Tdoc with modifications will be included in 03.78 Phase 3.
3.1.2 Location services

Tdoc N2-99196
Support For Active Location Information Retrieval Using Location Services was presented by Ericsson. The idea is to include in CAMEL Phase 3 the support for location information retrieval. Location particulars for the MS will be requested to the GMSC. The principle for Any Time Interrogation will be reused: the intention of the work is to establish dialogue modality with the GMSC. The availability of accurate location information was very much supported by BT, that remarked that the solutions currently available for North American GSM might be more expensive to implement than those currently being specifying.

Tdoc N2-99197
CR 02.71 v. 1.0.0 on Introduction of Active Location Information Retrieval in CAMEL Phase 3 was presented by Ericsson. GSM 02.71 is not under N2/WPC remit but it needs to be updated on the basis of suggestions that can be produced by CN2. Some sections of the document, however, do no seem relevant to a Stage 1 Specification. It was proposed to note the document, leaving to SA1 further decisions.

Tdoc N2-99198
CR to 03.71 v. 1.0.0 on Introduction of Active Location Information Retrieval in CAMEL Phase 3 was presented by Ericsson. Same considerations, in general, as for N2-99198. Noted.

Tdoc N2a99201
CR 03.78-A086 on Introduction of Active Location Information Retrieval in CAMEL Phase 3. List of features for CAMEL Phase 2 have been copied, even if it is understood that this list is foing to be more esxtensive. Location can be retrieved for a Mobile Station even if a SIM (e.g. for emergency calls) is not inserted. Tdoc with will be included in 03.78 Phase 3. Open point will be noted against the GMLC concept.
Tdoc N2a99340
Liaison Statement to SA1 on the requirement for active location in CAMEL Phase 3 (include the precise title). Presented by Ericsson. Formal reply is needed for the meeting in Edinburgh. Some changes of wording were proposed by Vodafone.  Agreed to strike out the second sentence and insert “,so that 3GPP CN2 know whether to include this capability in the Stage 2 and 3 specifications.”.

Revised (N2a99345).

Tdoc N2a99345
Advantages and disadvantages of LCS, mostly position resolution together with the impact on network infrastructure and MS technology, were briefly debated and some additional text was proposed by Vodafone. Agreed to present it to the CN plenary and then send to SA1. It will be e-mailed to the N2 list asking them to express immediately potential disagreement. Proposed to also send it to N1. A drafting group will produce the final version.

Tdoc N2a99342
Proposed LS to SA1, presented by Ericsson, on the issue of Service Key for Event Notification. With some editorial modifications, it was revised to Tdoc N2a99346.

Tdoc N2a99346
Agreed. E-mail to N2, indicating that it will be presented in the CN plenary next week. If there is disagreement, it is to be expressed before.

3.1.3 Mobility management

Tdoc N2a99202
Some principles for Mobility Management in CAMEL Phase 3 were presented by Ericsson, as an introduction to more specific documents, which were to de discussed during the meeting. A detailed description of the technical content then followed. The overall content was noted.

Tdoc N2a99203
CR to GSM 02.78 v. 6.2.0 on Mobility Management in CAMEL Phase 3. Presented by Ericsson. The document was noted.

Tdoc N2a99204
CR 03.78-A087 on Introduction of Mobility Management Triggers in CAMEL Phase 3, presented by Ericsson. It was observed that the Mobility Management model is already well known, and it is not necessary to replicate it. SS-CSI should be included also in Release’97, so a Change Request related to Phase 2 (category Correction) was found necessary. The CR is to be found in Tdoc 341 and will be A101. Urgent need for the definition of a service key should be communicated, through a Liaison Statement, to SA1 (to be found in Tdoc 341).

A misalignment in a Table in 9.9.2.2 was highlighted by Vodafone, together with some other editorial comments. Proposed to use the Service Key as a placeholder and mark it as FFS. The CR was formally Rejected, although the content goes to the Specification (with the agreed changes).

Tdoc N2a99205
CR 03.08-A021 on Introduction of Mobility Management Triggers in CAMEL Phase 3, presented by Ericsson.  Use of trigger in relation to Mobility Management was clarified as an introductory remark. Vodafone proposed to reject formally the CR, instructing Isabelle Lantelme (who volunteered to be the Rapporteur of 03.08 for CAMEL Phase 3) to gather the material in a similar way as Christian Homann is doing. The idea is, again, to produce a single comprehensive CR instead of a pile of small CRs. Isabelle was requested to produce an update of 03.08 at each meeting.

Tdoc N2a99206
CR 03.16-A026 on Introduction of Mobility Management Triggers in CAMEL Phase 3, presented by Ericsson. Again the Service Key item needs to be tagged as FFS. Same procedure for 03.08 and Stanislav volunteered in being the Rapporteur for 03.60, in order to produce a global CR. Formally, the CR was rejected.

Tdoc N2a99341
CR 03.78-A101 on  CSI-SS. Withdrawn.

3.1.4 Call Party Handling

Tdoc N2a99314
CR 03.78-X.0.0 for "CAMEL Phase 3 Information Flows for Call Party Handling" was presented by Alcatel. Presented in Issy-les-Moulineaux, where other Stage 3 documents were postponed. Some spelling errors in acronyms were eliminated during the clarification session. It was also proposed to align terminology (blank spaces between words, different from ASN.1 terminology). Deletion of one parameter, as proposed by Siemens, was motivated by the (network specific) nature of this parameter, which would mean transferring non-standard information between two networks. Ericsson volunteered to submit a document for integration (Tdoc N2-99331).

Agreed to include it in the draft 03.78 Spec; revisions will then be discussed.

Tdoc N2a99315
CR 03.78-X.0.0 for CAMEL Phase 3 Information Flows for Initiate Call Attempt, presented by Alcatel. Siemens proposed to delete two Information Elements, deemed not useful to CAMEL Ph. 3. ISDNAccessRelatedIndicators, ServiceInteractionIndicators, iNService compatibility-Response, carrier, callingIMSI were deleted. Changes were also made to the bearerCapability descriptive part. OptimalRoutingIndication was found not relevant to the SCF control and was deleted. The sentence “Indicates whether the call to the destination may be subject to optimal routeing” was added to the optimalRouteingPermissionIndication element. NAEA information will be included. Agreed to be includes in 03.78 Phase 3 with modifications;
3.1.5 SMS

Tdoc N2a99319
Nokia presented “CAMEL phase 3 MO SMS functionality”. An IN SMS architecture was first illustrated, then presentation was addressed to the information elements. At the end of a lengthy discussion, some changes to the text were agreed and Nokia volunteered to produce a revised document for Edinburgh. Alcatel requested the revised document to be available prior to the meeting, so that further contributions are possible. Called Party Number was changed into Destination Subscriber Number, but it was observed that this element might be a shorter number, not necessarily the MSISDN, possibly translated by the SMSC. A better description was found to be “Destination Short Message Entity”.

“This IE defines the address of the SMSC to which the MO Short Message is intended to be submitted” was proposed as a description for the SMSC Address.

Tdoc N2a99321
NTT DoCoMo presented the document “Status report of the study on the model for SMS service”. A proposal will be submitted to the Edinburgh plenary. For the time being, the document was noted.

3.1.6 SSF procedures

Tdoc N2a99317
Alcatel presented a document titled “SSF AE Procedures for CAMEL Phase 3”, after a brief introduction by the Chairman on some background of the work. The Chairman asked first of all comments on the goodness of the selected approach, before entering into details. It was clarified that the document is introductory by nature, not yet to be implemented in relation to 03.18. ETSI declared their availability to cooperate with the Specifications Rapporteurs on SDLs production and maintenance. Several voices were raised in favour of the use of SDLs (vs tables). A review of the SDLs details was encouraged and a dedicated subgroup will take care of it. Comments were invited (although not a real e-mail discussion) and will be incorporated for presentation to the next meeting, 

Participants were encouraged to subscribe to CN2-CAMEL list, avoiding exploders proliferation.

Tdoc N2a99318
Alcatel presented a document titled "gsmSSF SDLs for CAMEL phase 3". E-Mail comments were asked for 14 days before the next meeting to be considered for a revised draft of 03.78 phase 3. The Tdoc was agreed to be included in 03.78 together with the CSCV state tables of Tdoc N2a99317.

3.1.7  Review of Draft Specifications

Tdoc N2a99306
The version with the accepted revision marks will be the basis for any further development.

Tdoc N2a99308
Withdrawn. Superseded by N2-99306.

3.1.8 VHE
Tdoc N2a99320
Presented by NTT DoCoMo, who mentioned the contributions received through an e-mail discussion. No general comments were raised.  NTT DoCoMo requested every delegate to check whether the SCCP implementation mentioned in the document really exists. Indefinite Form Length use could also be the result of bilateral agreements between Operators, Vodafone observed, and this could create problems of incompatibility. Backwards compatibility reasons, Marconi observed, suggest to remain with the existing implementations: the changes proposed in the document seemed too drastic. As a compromise, some informative text could be included in the specification (09.78) in the proper section. NTT DoCoMo volunteered to draft it.

On the secon topic mentioned in the document, still there is an argument of backward compatibility. Changes to the current standard would negatively impact Ph. 1 and 2 specifications. Other operational issues, like inter operator charging, might be considered as well, according to Marconi. It was finally agreed to have the issue as a Ph. 3 version only, in the appropriate Application context. For b-1 it was also agreed to add informative text in the specification, as agreed for a-1. NTT DoCoMo volunteered in providing this text.

Issue b-2 was then discussed. Marconi clarified that the initial problem is solved by introducing White Book SCCP. A new TT needs to be introduced: T1P1.5 has done it, for North American use. Probably the introduction of a new TT is a matter for ITU-T. Again, it was questioned whether it is a feature for Phase 3 only or for previous phases as well. In this case, using a different TT would create interworking problems (further studies were encouraged).

Topic B-3, finally, deals with load sharing in an SCCP relay. There were expressions of support for the concept: useful to check the proposal in more details and contributions were encouraged. Vodafone observed that a reference to White Book SCCP, provided in the text, was not prudent, since White Book, although very much desired e.g. for message segmentation, is not yet available. A health warning in the text should be inserted, indicating that the topic of White Book and Blue Book needs further consideration.

Further discussions on this document are expected. Vodafone requested NTT DoCoMo to extract from the document what is relevant to MAP and pass it to Subgroup B, prior to the further discussion in plenary.

3.1.9  Congestion control
Tdoc N2a99323
Presented by Alcatel. The contribution is based on the call gapping principle, deemed to be well known to SPS3 delegates. More than one gap criteria is considered in the document. Call Gapping is proposed as a way to control congestion in CAMEL, with a reduced set of functionality. Siemens observed that, excluding Intranet applications, there are security issues: they consequently suggested to use other congestion control techniques. Nokia found rather dangerous using complete (infinite) gapping, particularly if something goes wrong in the procedure. France Telecom agreed, adding that the principle of the contribution was acceptable for CAMEL Phase 3. Vodafone observed that security is not only related to call gapping for overload control: the relation between two networks exchanging messages needs in itself security mechanisms.

The Chairman proposed to restrict application to Intranet, with a reduced set of functionality, as suggested in the document. A drafting group (led by Isabelle Lantelme) will then study further progress of the document, possibly in the direction of selecting an inter network mechanism for overload control. A new Tdoc was expected after the lunch break.

For the Edinburgh meeting, contributions on alternative methods were also encouraged.

Tdoc N2a99332
CAMEL Phase 3-Congestion Control of gsmSCF (revision of 323) was presented by Alcatel, highlighting the changes in respect to to original document. The possibility of setting an indefinite call gapping duration caused some concern to Siemens, but even more concern was raised by the adoption of the call gapping mechanism as the right one, as previously discussed. This view was supported by Vodafone, who stressed the need for a control mechanism without too much processing in the SCF. Vodafone also clarified a preference for a congestion control mechanism at a higher layer than SCCP or MTP. 

Contributions were encouraged for the next meeting, since there was no consensus (nor unanimous rejection) on the adoption of call gapping. France Telecom supported the document, with the revisions provided.
