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The CN2 finds the 3GPP TS 22.078 requirements on the call forwarding (CF) and call deflection (CD) to be open for interpretation. The area of concern is the interaction with the new CAMEL3 trigger detection points (TDP). In addition, the interaction with the already existing CAMEL2 call forwarding notifications would also benefit from having Stage 1 requirements documented. The CAMEL2 reports a CF/CD invocation with a T_Busy or T_No_answer DP having a separate flag indication "callForwarded". The issues to be considered are:

1. When CF or CD is invoked in a call, is the criteria to open a new CAP dialogue either "is there already an existing CAP dialogue ongoing", or "was there already some CAP dialogue earlier"? Note that a CAP dialogue may be closed at the TDP.

2. Shall there be any difference between EDP and TDP reporting?
