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Reason for change:

We have defined that when a basic call is answered, if a CAMEL4 control relationship exists, the handling of the legs will be seperated into two MSC processes, specified within 23.078. However, the SDLs do not cover the scenario where leg2 disconnects and the gsmSCF requests a reconnect.




Summary of change:

Due to the changes in N2-010494, the Release message is not sent to the originating process in procedures CAMEL_CF_MSC_ALERTING and CAMEL_CF_MSC_ANSWER. Hence, process MT_CF_MSC is remodelled to send the release.
