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Reason for change:

The original intention was to allow the Disconnect Leg operation at any point in the call. However, it has been determined that it is very complex to allow Disconnect Leg during the call set-up phase. Disconnect Leg should still be allowed if the call set-up is suspended at a detection point due to unsuccessful call establishment (Route_Select_Failure, O/T_Busy, O/T_No_Answer). This would allow Leg1 to remain active (and be connected to other legs created using ICA).




Summary of change:

Handling of return result = Leg1 active in procedure OR_Handle_RCH.
