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Reason for change:
(

In the ATM request, it is possible to “activate” all call forwarding SS (namely CFU and all CFC). In this case ( when the request is acceptable : no interaction problems with others Supplementary services)  the CFU SS-Status becomes “active and operative” and the CFCs SS-Status become “active and quiescent”. But in the ATM result, it is possible to sent information relative to only ONE SS-Code : so for the time being it is not possible to reply to such request.

A similar rational exists relative to call barring :

Recall : when a call barring service has been induced due to an unsupported feature (this CB SS is reported as an active CB to the SCP) and it is not posible to “deactivate” this CB SS.

If an SCP requests to deactivate all Call Barring services via ATM request when One CB SS is induced, the CB SS-Status become to “not active”.relative to any CB SS-Status except for the induced CB SS which remains to “active”. But in the ATM result, it is possible to send information relative to only ONE SS-Code : so for the time being it is not possible to reply to such request.
