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Reason for change:
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The current SDLs that handle the notification of the Registration and deregistration of the are based on out of date assumptions that are now incorrect.  






Summary of change:
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The SDL procedures currently in TS 23.278 CAMEL_IMCN_Register and CAMEL_IMCN_DeRegister are not really specific to CAMEL/IM-SSF processing. 

The IM-SSF will receive notification of the registration (registration validity longer than zero seconds) from the S-CSCF (either directly or indirectly depending on the outcome of the discussions in TSG CN1).  The IM-SSF will send an IMS Profile Update request to the HSS over the Si interface to obtain the CSIs. 

           Deregistration is based on the notification of the Register message that contains a validity of zero seconds, upon which the IM-SSF can delete all CSI for the subscriber.

This CR provides the changes to the procedures CAMEL_IMCN_Register/DeRegister.

Handling of Registration and Deregistration in the IM-SSF

The functional behaviour of the IM-SSF is specified in 3GPP TS 23.218 [5]. The procedures specific to CAMEL are specified in this subclause:
