Forwarding MSC: MSC which is either an MSC invoking a GSM standardized call forwarding or call deflection service; or an MSC invoking a Camel based call forwarding service.

Gateway MLC (GMLC): functional entity that allows external LCS Clients to request real-time information about a Mobile Station. The information that can be requested from the GMLC is:

location of Mobile Station

See 3GPP TS 22.071 [5] and 3GPP TS 23.271 [xx] for information on the GMLC.

Geodetic Information: information defining the location of a mobile station, coded according to ITU-T Recommendation Q.763 [39]. The derivation of this information from other information defining the location of a mobile station is a network operator option. If an entity derives the geodetic information it shall also provide the equivalent geographical information.

Functional Entities used for CAMEL

This subclause describes procedures for the retrieval of subscriber location and subscriber state information. Location Services is only supported in CAMEL Phase 3 and higher.
1)
The gsmSCF may request location information of a mobile station from the GMLC via Location Services. The operation of Location Services is described in 3GPP TS 25.305 [yy] and 23.217 [xx]. Figure 11.1a indicates the functional entities involved in the procedures for the retrieval of location information via location services.

2)
The gsmSCF may request location information and/or subscriber state information of a mobile station from the HLR. Location information and/or subscriber state information may be requested either from the circuit switched or the packet switched domain.

If location information and/or subscriber state information is requested by the gsmSCF, then the HLR may retrieve this information via the Provide Subscriber Information procedure from either the MSC/VLR or the SGSN. This procedure is defined in chapter 4.5.9 of this specification.
