Suppose that a subscriber is provided with the Multiple Subscriber Profile (MSP) service described in 3GPP TS 23.097, and he has VT-CSI stored in the VLR. The subscriber receives an MT call

The VLR should contact the gsmSCF using the MSISDN dialled for this terminating call, but the VLR does not have this MSISDN and can only use the basic one corresponding to the default profile, since the MSISDN may be present in  Provide Roaming Number only if it has to be stored in the CDR.

Thus in order to provide an accurate MSP service, the VLR needs to receive the MSISDN with Provide Roaming Number and needs to transfer it to the MSC via Continue CAMEL Handling

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not approved:
When contacted by MSC for a terminating call, the gsmSCF will always return information for the default profile for a subscriber having the MSP service, making the subscription to this service far less valuable for the user.

4.6.7.4.1
Description

This IF is specified in 3GPP TS 23.018 [Error! Reference source not found.]; it is used by the HLR to request a roaming number from the VLR.

S
This IE is the E.164 number which identifies the B subscriber. It shall be present if the following 3 conditions are all satisfied:

1. the MSISDN is different from the basic MSISDN

2. the subscriber has VT-CSI stored in HLR

3. the VLR has indicated support for CAMEL Phase 3 or later 

It may be present if the HLR requires it to be included in the call data record.

Suppression Of Announcements

This IE indicates that announcements or tones generated as a result of unsuccessful call setup shall be suppressed. It shall be present if the HLR received it from the GMSC in the Send Routeing Info IF.

Call Reference Number
M
This IE carries the Call Reference Number provided by the GMSC in the Send Routeing Info IF or by the gsmSCF in the Send Routeing Info for ICA IF.

GMSC or gsmSCF Address
M
This IE is the E.164 address of the GMSC for an MT call or the E.164 address of the gsmSCF for a gsmSCF initiated call.

Alerting Pattern
S
This IE indicates the kind of Alerting Pattern to be applied. It shall be present if the HLR received it from the GMSC in the Send Routeing Info IF or from the gsmSCF in the Send Routeing Info for ICA IF.

GMSC CAMEL Phases
S
This IE indicates the CAMEL Phases supported in the GMSC. It shall be present if the HLR received it from the GMSC in the Send Routeing Info. It shall be absent if the Provide Roaming Number was triggered by Send Routeing Info for ICA IF.

Suppress VT-CSI
S
This IE indicates that VT-CSI shall be suppressed for the called party. This IE shall be present if the HLR received it from the gsmSCF in the Send Routeing Info for ICA IF.

OR not Supported in GMSC
S
This IE indicates that the VMSC should not attempt to invoke OR of late call forwarding. It shall be present if this IF was triggered by a Send Routeing Info for ICA IF.

For the definition of this IE, see 3GPP TS 23.085 [Error! Reference source not found.]. It shall be present if the VLR has determined that the forwarded call is to be treated as a CUG call with outgoing access in accordance with the rules in 3GPP TS 23.085 [Error! Reference source not found.], otherwise it shall be absent.

Location information
S
Information to define the location of the MS: see definition in 3GPP TS 23.018 [Error! Reference source not found.]. It shall be present if location information was requested and is available; otherwise it shall be absent.

GMSC-Address
M
This IE is the E.164 address of the GMSC which was received in the Provide Roaming Number.

Call Reference Number
M
This IE carries the Call Reference Number provided by the HLR in the Provide Roaming Number IF.

ExtBasic Service Code
M
This IE indicates the type of basic service i.e., teleservice or bearer service.
