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Introduction

When ORLCF is initiated, the Resume Call Handling (RCH) MAP Message indicates the reason for forwarding. The available reason codes are:

· No Answer

· Busy

· Not Reachable

· Unconditional (used for Call Deflection)

With this list of forwarding reasons, it is not possible to initiate ORLCF for calls that are forwarded in the VMSC as a result of a VT CAMEL Service. That is, the SCP has sent CAP Connect (with modified destination number) to the VMSC in a VT-CSI CAMEL Service.

As a result, SCP-induced late call forwarding will always be handled in the VMSC, even though a network may support ORLCF.

In short, what is not clear at the moment is the following:

(1) How is the "SCP induced late call forwarding" indicated in RCH;

(2) What Detection Point and what cause value shall be used for the Call Forwarding notification in the GMSC, when the GMSC has received RCH.

Without a proper resolution of above issues, it may in practice be difficult, if not impossible, to initiate ORLCF for "SCP induced late call forwarding".

Proposal

To overcome this dilemma, Ericsson proposes to enhance the forwarding reason in RCH. There should be a reason code that indicates "SCP induced forwarding".

This "SCP induced forwarding" may also need to be reflected on the Forwarding Notification, from T-BCSM (in GMSC) to SCP.

Conclusion

Ericsson requests 3GPP-CN2 to consider this proposal, so that contributions may be prepared for this enhancement.
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
