This seems to be the best way to get forward on this issue, however due to

practical reasons this is not an official joint meeting and I believe the

email approval expired for the LS. So please consider this as an N3 meeting

where interested S1 delegates are invited and the LS is still a proposed LS.

I believe that on high level the goal is clear, as always S1 wants to have a

flexible solution covering issues like: GSM alternate/follow by -services,

"Japanese single numbering scheme", "PSTN person-to-person negotiation"

(i.e. Active your fax and I'll send something to you -method) and fallback

from video (H.324) to speech, etc. The problem from S1 point of view is that

we are not easily able to put down detailed service description as there are

several technical problems that S1 is not aware. The expertise on these

issues lays at N3 and I believe the case is that S1 welcomes N3 proposal on

what can be delivered during the release '99. I hope we can have positive

result by looking  the possibilities rather than only listing the problems. 

One problem is that next S1 plenary is 29.11-3.12. So I hope N3 can give as

guidance how to put these issue to S1 specifications. I believe that S1

might need to study this issue via email in order to clarify the rel'99

capabilities accurately.
