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Dear N3 delegates,

I would like to give you a short notice to inform you about the results of CN plenary related to CN3 matters. Documents related to CN3 are NP-99420-439 and 535.

1. The status report given in tdoc 420 was accepted. Especially, the following CN3's proposal were endorsed:

- to have different solutions for Fax NT in GSM and UMTS (see section 2.2)

- to enhance the multimedia solution as proposed (see section 2.6)

- to delete the WI GPRS interworking with PSTN/ISDN (see section 2.7)

- to delete/move specifications as proposed in section 3.2.

2. Versions 1.0.0 of TS 23.146 and TR 23.910 were acknowledged. So, we are able to present a version 2.0.0 for approval at the next CN plenary in March.

3. All of the CN3's change requests were approved. Note, that CR against 09.07 (VMSC behaviour) in tdoc NP-99438 was withdrawn because included by fault. CR against 03.46 (NP-99428) was presented only for information, the bases for further changes for fax NT is TS 23.146 version 1.0.0.

4. The new WI on Multimedia (NP-99424) was slightly modified in NP-99535 and approved.

5. The submission forms for R99 were accepted with exception of the one for multimedia. Here, case b) will be removed because it is not for R99 but for R00. 

6. The working groups are forced to concentrate their work on finalisation of R99 work items. Other issues may only be considered if R99 will not be deferred. The e-mai exploder should be used to discuss open issues in advance. In this sense I invite you to provide your contributions to the next N3 meeting as soon as possible per e-mail in order to clarify different positions in advance.
