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Bearer Service 30 non-transparent was originally designed for the circuit switched access to PSPDNs. In recent years this service has become more possibilities of its exploitation:

· BS 30 NT can also be used for direct DTE – DTE communication (without using any PSPDN).

· BS 30 NT can be used together with rate adaptation according to V.120 towards the ISDN.

The services to access the PSPDNs were removed in GSM and UMTS, i.e. the basic packet access and the dedicated packet access. Therefore, the specifications describing the access to PSPDNs (e.g. 29.006 and 23.070) were also removed. 

However, the BS 30 NT still exists. The BS 30 NT was mostly specified under the headline "packet access". Therefore, some material specifying the BS 30 NT was removed and has to be incorporated again in a modified manner.

We propose the following steps:

1. Material from 29.006 relevant for BS 30 NT should be included in 29.007 because it is now a normal service for interworking towards PSTN/ISDN.

2. The sections on support for packet services in 27.003 deleted in the last CN3 meeting should be replaced by appropriate material.

3. The diagrams in 27.001 for BS 30 should be modified.
