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Dear Colleagues,

Here is my summary of CN relevant hilites from the July 17-19, 2000 PCG/OP meetings.

It was agreed to transfer GERAN into the 3GPP.  This means that we now have 5 TSGs in the 3GPP.  Responsibility for GSM is now transferred to 3GPP. Effective the end of the month, SMG3 will disappear.

3G.IP and MWIF were accepted as MRPs.

Issues from CN:

PCG gave it's permission for liaisons to JAIN and OMG.

Use of ETSI for the BICC OID was provisionally agreed.  If no negative comments are received in 2 weeks then it is agreed.

The SDOs will meet with ITU-T officials during the GSC meeting (after CN#9). They will discuss how ITU-T and the 3GPP should communicate and possibly produce a contribution into the WTSA.  Until then, the ITU-T Coordination Ad-Hoc should remain dormant.

Some other guidelines and notes from the meetings:

Chairs (TSG, WG, SWGs, Ad-Hocs) should strive to get their draft reports out within 2 weeks after the meeting ends.  In addition it is encouraged that chairs would send out an executive summary after the meeting hilighting major decisions and progress.

When sending liaisions that may have regulatory impacts to outside organizations, the WGs or TSGs should make sure that the OPs that may be affected are aware of the liaision and if possible that they have a chance

to comment (A SDO in country X should not be taken by surprise by a contribution from the 3GPP into a body dealing with a regulatory issue for country X).

Chairs (TSG, WG, SWGs, Ad-Hocs) will start having to ask if any members wish to make IPR disclosures at the beginning of meetings.  The MCC will provide guidelines on this.
