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Introduction

The IETF currently have an Internet Draft "SIP-H.323 Interworking". This should be used as the reference specification for the development of the 3GPP SIP (TS 24.229) to H.323 protocol mapping, carried out within the C-IWF.

TSG CN3 should then use the IETF Internet Draft to check whether the Internet Draft "SIP-H.323 Interworking" fully satisfies the IM to IP network interworking requirements. This is similar to the TSG CN1's current working method for maintaining TS 24.229 "IP Multimedia Call Control Protocol based on SIP and SDP".

Proposal

To include the following text in TS 29.162, which references the IETF Internet Drafts to baseline the 3GPP SIP (TS 24.229) to H.323 protocol interworking mapping against.

1  Scope

Where possible this document specifies the requirements for the 3GPP SIP (TS 24.229) to H.323 protocol mapping by reference to specifications produced by the IETF within the scope of 3GPP SIP (TS 24.229) to H.323 mapping. Where this is not possible, extensions to the SIP to H.323 mappings are defined within this document.
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
