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Dear Colleagues, 

The finish line for IMS is approaching fast.  In order to complete the 3GPP specifications we must replace the references to internet drafts with RFC numbers.  Due to the time crunch in the IETF, the RFC numbers for many of these drafts will not be available until shortly before June 7 (the start of the CN plenary).
I would propose that each of the WGs prepare CRs as appropriate to update the necessary RFC references in their specs. These CRs should be based upon the best available information at the time of the WG meeting.  Wildcards should be used for the actual RFC numbers since they will not be available at the time of the WG meeting.
These CRs can be revised in the CN plenary once it is known which RFCs are actually available and what the RFC numbers are.
In most cases the internet drafts should be technically stable by May 16.  However, it is impossible to be certain that there will not be changes to the drafts following the finish of the Budapest CN WG meetings.  If technical deviations from what the CN WG expected are found during or after the plenary, then I propose that these be dealt with as essential corrections needed for alignment between the 3GPP specs and the IETF RFCs.  CN will be permissive in allowing these alignment CRs during CN#17.
Please let me know if any problems are anticipated with this way of handling the RFC references. 

The current IETF dependency list is attached.  This reflects the currently planned bundling as of April 30.
